Its my understanding that the Village is currently considering amending the bulk size regulations for buildings within
long grove.

As Former Plan Commission Member and Chair specifically involved in this regulation, please allow me to offer
some comments.

The bulk size limits were established and reaffirmed after the due process and appropriate deliberation was
concluded. This included months of soliciting public input, comparison against other communities, active
community dialog and also in keeping with the fundamental guidelines of the Long Grove Comprehensive plan.

As this work and efforts was completed relatively recently (with the last 10 years ish), | suggest that it may be quite
insulting to all the dedicated members of the Plan commission that worked on this project and as well as the board
members who consequently ratified it should the village board now consider modifications such a short period after
the work was completed.

The plan commission direction during the consideration was to allow for reasonable housing that complemented the
existing diversity of the homes in Long Grove. There are many communities near us already that allow for Mega
Homes. We did not want to be another one of those communities, rather we wanted to remain unique. it was the
plan commission and board's direction to keep long grove diverse, complementary, and per the guide of the Comp
Plan, to preserve a balance of Open Space, development and community.

| believe that the Comprehensive plan, the previous board's ratification and Plan Commission recommendation that
limits the bulk regulations should remain as currently in effect. The market conditions of 2008 and the number of
vacancies and foreclosures in Long Grove should be a lesson to us that bigger does not necessarily mean better.
