Lake County Sheriff’s Report
Item:	Realignment within Office of the Sheriff 
Discussion: Sergeant Scot Kurek is assigned to Long Grove as liaison.  Village President Underwood has contact information.

ACTION/DISCUSSION ITEMS:
Item #1:	Report Of The September 16, 2013 Architectural Commission Meeting.
A. Signage, Including Setbacks, For “Rivellino School Of Art”, 216 Robert Parker Coffin Road.
Discussion: Received approval for two signs in the spring.  Had modified the original request and now want a ground and wall sign.  Current plan is for a brown sign placed 3 feet beyond sidewalk.  The Architectural Commission reviewed and feels that it is an acceptable plan and recommends approval.  Also approving directional signage, if needed.
B. Signage For “Beata’s Soul Art", At 404-B Robert Parker Coffin Road.
Discussion: Proposing one wall sign at 8.5 square feet made of wood with gold and blue letters.  The Architectural Commission has no issue with the proposed signage and recommends approval as submitted.
C. Signage For “The Tutoring Center", At Building E” - Sunset Grove Development, 4188 IL Route 83.
Discussion: Following the review of the Sunset Grove committee, the Architectural Commission had no issue with the signage other than reducing the sign size because it was felt to look crowded.  The Architectural Commission feels that the requested revisions have been met and recommends approval.
D. Elevations, Site Plan, Sign Placement & Building Materials For “Building C”, Sunset Grove Development, 4192 IL Route 83,  Lakewood Real Estate Solutions LLC . 
Discussion: Architectural Commission reviewed the plans for a retail building on Aptakisic in the Sunset Grove development.  The proposed building would be visually similar to the building along Hwy. 83.  Its square footage will be approximately 8,000 square feet.  The proposed plan meets the architectural guidelines.  The Architectural Commission recommends approval of elevation, materials and landscaping.

Item #2:	Referral To Planning Commission & Zoning Board Of Appeals Amendments To Zoning Code Re: Fence Regulations.
Discussion: Village President Underwood reviewed previous discussions about fence zoning.

Trustee Barry moved to approve the referral to amend the zoning code regarding fence regulations; seconded by Trustee Marshall.
(Motion carried 4-0).

Item #3:   Consideration Of A Resolution Approving Exceptions To The Scenic Roadway Provisions For Fences For The Property Located At 1118 Robert Parker Coffin Road, Bauer (Res. #2013-R-23).
Discussion:  Since the last meeting, there was a meeting with the homeowner and the Village.  They came to an agreement related to the fence.

Trustee Marshall moved to approve the agreed upon installation and maintenance of a fence on the property; seconded by Trustee Lyman.
(Motion carried 4-0).

Item #4:	Consideration Of A Resolution Supporting Aptakisic Road Improvements Including The Five (5) Lane Alternative (Res. #2013-R-24).
Discussion: Resolution is to grant the approval of the five lane alternative on Aptakisic Road.  Village President Underwood reviewed the roadway considerations. The Village will ask that the road improvement plans respect the scenic corridor.

Trustee Barry moved to approve support for the widening of Aptakisic Road improvements to five (5) lanes; seconded by Trustee Marshall.
(Motion carried 4-0).

Item #5:    Consideration Of A Resolution Ratifying Resolution 2012-R-21 Re: Blue Ribbon Council Report IL Route 53 Extension (Res. #2013-R-25).
Discussion: Village President Underwood is sitting on this Blue Ribbon Council Committee.  She informed  the Committee that the Board of Trustees voted to submit a previous report in place of CEMAP’s requested letter of support, as voted at the last Board of Trustee meeting.

Trustee Yaeger moved to approve the resolution for the Blue Ribbon Council report regarding the proposed extension of Route 53; seconded by Trustee Lyman.
(Motion carried 4-0).

Item #6:	Village President Underwood.
Administration & Legislation
A. Village Board Strategic Planning Goals – Status Report: Postponed to next meeting.
B. IL Route 53 Extension - Update: Village President Underwood attended the first kick-off meeting.  There are approximately 25 people on the committee, including past Village President Maria Rodrigues, so Long Grove is represented by two.  This committee will meet approximately three times.  This initial meeting was brief, reviewing how the process will proceed.
C. Upcoming Infrastructure Town Hall Meeting - October 8, 2013 @ Woodlawn Middle School, 6362 Gilmer Rd. - Update: The Town Hall meeting is scheduled for two weeks from tonight; the fourth in a series of Town Hall meetings.  This will be the final meeting before the Board has to decide whether or not to proceed with a referendum.  The Board has reviewed the alternatives and now wants to hear from the residents about the referendum.  A draft of the presentation was put together and reviewed by the Board of Trustees.  Village Manager Lothspeich reviewed estimated revenues, as past focus has been on planned expenditures.  Attempts have been made to be realistic projecting sales tax revenues of $1.6M, projecting all buildings will be built in the next ten years, which falls short of projected expenditures by $2M.  Discussion about referendum including a ‘sunset’ clause, based on projections.  Trustee Barry and Marshall said that we need to be realistic and not pass this issue on to the future.  There is a short and a long-term problem in eliminating the funding gap.  The projections to date have not included revenue from any of the potential undeveloped properties.  Per Village Manager Lothspeich, it will be up to this and future boards to call for future revenue-generating development.  The referendum will state a maximum amount; once a year is foregone or ‘flat’, you are limited to a certain amount of growth per year.  Or, it can be reduced at a certain point.  The Board is still trying to determine whether or not there will be a referendum; the meeting will frame the direction.  Trustee Lyman and Trustee Barry felt that we could conduct an SSA, but this would basically be pushing the needed decision to the future.  Commercial properties will be included in the tax increase along with residences.  Tax cap puts a second calculation into the equation – the amount of taxes the year before plus CPI growth (last year’s levy times CPI).  According to Attorney Filippini, if we did this through special service area: ‘general tax’ has municipal section on tax deductions; ‘special service taxes’ are not clear as far as deductible.  Another option: Bond issuance.  Trustee Marshall expressed concern that bonds are typically for capital activities, not infrastructure and maintenance activities (e.g., plowing).  Attorney Filippini will investigate whether verbiage regarding the intention of use would be included in the wording of the proposed referendum question.   Per Trustee Barry, it would behoove the Board to have the wording for review at the Town Hall meeting.  Deadline on decision for proceeding with referendum and wording of the question: November 12, 2013.  Timeline for Bonds: If a revenue source, bonds could be issued in 45-50 days. 

Reviewed the presentation deck for the October 8th Town Hall meeting.  Deck was amended through discussion to try to provide clarity to the audience.  Also reviewed the ‘Officials: Failing Long Grove bridge illustrates need for property tax’ article from 9/26/13 in the Buffalo Grove Countryside paper.  The Board agreed that it is important to show the historical changes to the Village and its previous no-tax community.  Want to inform how the issue arose in the 80s, and since Long Grove has held on with infrastructure, but now, considering the cost, we can’t wait any longer based on infrastructure needs.  

Communication plan: Including articles in the Bridge and Pioneer Press announcing the Village Hall meeting, and there will be a phone announcement to homes.

Lake County: 31 cities/villages that are “non-home ruled” and 20 that are “home ruled”.  This was changed through a referendum in the respective towns.

The Board agreed that the Village needs to work with Menards to assist in developing the outlots on their property.

Direction for a tax scenario: Permanent and not sunsetted tax.

Input from the residents in attendance: Subdivision survey to residents and 85% opposed (out of 140 homes).  Indian Creek Club in Long Grove.  Residents don’t use most of the village roads.  Thanked for information provided by Village President Underwood and Village Manager Lothspeich.  Herons Landing: Same information voiced by 

Mardan Estates (represented by resident Deb Borgeson):  Have a lot of very interested residents.  They are for the referendum as they are impacted by the bad roads.  They are very involved group and getting more social.  Bids expected to be approved at the next Board meeting and work complete by the end of November.

Item #7:	Village Trustee Barry.
Finance & Pathways
A. Pathways Committee Meeting – September 20, 2013 - Update: Contractors are ready to do work on path in Stonehaven; waiting for response from Park District attorney.  There are two grants that are expiring in 2014.  North section of road being reviewed for extension.  Forest Preserve District meeting held. Need timetable agreed to with Park District before presenting timetable to Forest Preserve.

Item #8:	Village Trustee Borys.
Environmental & Communications
Mosquito Abatement Program/West Nile Virus Pathways Committee Meeting – September 20, 2013.
Not present.

Item #9:	Village Trustee Lyman.
Economic Development
A. Long Grove Business & Community Partners (LGBCP) Economic Development (ECODEVO) Committee - Update: Enforcement process is now in place for signage and landscaping.  Codes are felt to be sufficient with Architectural Board.  Trying to set a meeting up in the next two weeks with property owners covering introductions and partner together to enforce.  Desire is to market the town to developers.    

Request for support of Jim and Dave to research plans for Streetscape.  The Master Plan gave a big picture, but need to develop details.  Trustee Lyman stressed that identifying the plan for all Streetscape elements will be a large effort and needs to be addressed as soon as possible.  Village President Underwood suggested tabling this for the next meeting to review planning goals and expressed concern about time constraints of staff.  Trustee Yaeger agreed with concern about availability/time of Village staff in helping with these efforts prior to the referendum.  

Board gave approval for Village Manager Lothspeich to approach ESI on plans / GIS drawings to get Streetscape moving.

B. Downtown Analysis & Permitted Uses – Update and Special Village Board Meeting Workshop – November 19, 2013 - Update: Hoping that ECODEVO Committee is excited about this Workshop that is being planned to help them.  Village Manager Lothspeich said that with the new businesses in the area, we want to have the plans in place for these new tenants so that they don’t make changes that do not match the Village plans.  Committee represents new business owners and new property owners.   

Item #10:	Village Trustee Marshall.
Building, Planning and Zoning
A. Downtown Historic Preservation - Update: Working on creation of a Historical Preservation Ordinance.  Asking for creation of a task force this fall.  

New: Based on discussion with Building Director, want to get rid of code for wired smoke detectors.  There are now wireless smoke detectors and there is a significant reduced cost of installation for the home owner.  Goal is to catch up with technology.

Item #11:	Village Trustee Wachs.

Public Works
A.	2013 Road Paving Program.
Discussion: Request from Trustee Yaeger that we should be changing the depth of the road paving requirements.  Trustee Yaeger and Village Manager Lothspeich will investigate.
B.	Village-wide Street Sign Replacement Program.
Discussion: Village Manager Lothspeich reported that the signage documents are going out for bid.  Policy is that where there is a public and private road that intersect, the private road residents would replace the signage. Also discussed that signage on any of these roads that intersect with public roads should be covered/handled by Long Grove. Current policy: anything on a private road would be handled by the individual homeowner associations.

Discussion: Recommendation to review North Krueger Road for safety of students of bus/pedestrians.
